NOTICE OF NEW FEES UNDER THE VIRGINIA AIR POLLUTION CONTROL LAW

Effective July 1, 2012
, most sources required to have air pollution control permits under the Virginia Air Pollution Control Board Regulations will be subject to new fees.  These fees are necessary to maintain the DEQ Title V Air Program within Virginia.  For sources that are part of the Title V permit program, you will be subject to application fees and yearly maintenance fees.  Sources classified as synthetic minor sources (having the potential to emit more than the Title V thresholds but have taken an enforceable permit limit to avoid major source status either through an Article 5 State Operating Permit (SOP) or an Article 6 Minor New Source Review (NSR) Permit) will also be subject to application fees.  Synthetic Minor Sources that have permit limits equal to or above 80% of a major source threshold are classified as SM-80 sources
and are subject to a yearly maintenance fee in addition to application fees.  Synthetic minor sources that have traditionally paid emissions fees (sources achieving synthetic minor source status by getting an SOP) every other year will now be required to pay annually.
APPLICATION FEES

Effective July 1, 2012, sources that are classified as Title V or synthetic minor under the Virginia Air Pollution Control Regulations will be required to submit a fee at the same time they submit a permit application.  No fee will be charged for administrative amendments or sources that are classified as “true minor”
.  A permit application will not be deemed complete until the permit application fee has been paid in full.  The list of application fees is attached.  
MAINTENANCE FEES
Effective July 1, 2012, new maintenance fees will be charged yearly to all sources classified as Title V (including Title V by Rule
) and SM-80.  Invoices for applicable sources will be sent by August 1st of each year starting in 2012.  Sources that pay emissions fees will see a line item on their invoice for the new maintenance fee.  Maintenance fees are as follows:

*Title V Complex Major Source means a major source that is subject to a total of seven or more subparts in 40 CFR Parts 60, 61 and 63.

EMISSIONS FEES

The annual emissions fee rate has been increased to $57.90 per ton of pollutant.  The 4,000 ton cap on individual pollutants remains unchanged.  Additionally, beginning this year (2012), synthetic minor sources that have traditionally paid emissions fees every other year will now be charged every year.  2012 fees will be based on 2011 emissions and operating status.  As in the past, bills will be sent no later than August 1st with payment due by September 1st.
All fees (application, maintenance, and emissions) will be adjusted annually based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI).

* Sources subject to the requirements of a synthetic minor permit are sources having the potential to emit more than the Title V thresholds but have taken an enforceable permit limit to avoid major source status either through an Article 5 State Operating Permit (SOP) or an Article 6 Minor New Source Review (NSR) Permit.

� SM-80 sources have permit limits equal to greater than 80 tons per year (tpy) of a criteria pollutant, 8 tpy of a single Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP), 20 tpy of a combination of HAPs or 80,000 tpy CO2e.


� True Minor Sources are stationary sources whose potential to emit emissions are inherently less than any major source threshold.


� Title V By Rule are sources whose PTE is not above the Title V major source threshold but are required by EPA regulation to obtain a Title V permit.
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
