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The State Advisory Board on Air Pollution (SAB) shall aid the State Air Pollution Control Board (SAPCB) and the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) in meeting its mandate under the provisions of the Code of Virginia by analyzing air-related issues involving health, environmental impact, and quality of life as requested by the SAPCB and DEQ. The SAB is authorized under the provisions of § 10.1-1313 of the Code of Virginia.

Scope of Activities
The SAB will collect technical information, gather information from available sources and states and advise the SAPCB and DEQ on air quality issues in Virginia. In addition, the SAB may engage in educational activities in support of the SAPCB and DEQ.  Policy matters and recommendations may be addressed by the SAB when the approved project scope of work assigned to the SAB includes such items. 

Membership
The SAB typically has in excess of 15 members, but should not exceed 28 members. SAB members shall be appointed or reappointed by the SAPCB for a term of three years.  All terms will expire on December 31 of the same year. Every three years, there will be a solicitation for SAB members. This will be a widely distributed notice by DEQ. Members will be appointed or reappointed by the SAPCB, typically in the first quarter of the calendar year after the terms expire. Vacancies can be filled at any time. To the extent possible, no more than three quarters of the members will be replaced, to allow for continuity of projects and institutional knowledge of SAB activities. 
Members shall represent a balance of diverse disciplines and backgrounds.  SAB members shall have expertise or experience directly or indirectly related to air quality management, and will be drawn from disciplines and expertise and sources or sectors such as those below. To the extent possible, membership should be balanced across geographic regions. This will assure that the SAB reflects a variety of perspectives and opinions.

In pursuing the activities of the SAB, members should consider issues from the point of view of their expertise and the statutory mandate. SAB members' deliberations shall not be considered statements of policy or position of the organizations from which the members are drawn. SAB members’ statements on air pollution matters outside of SAB meetings do not necessarily reflect the views of the SAB or the SAPCB unless specifically identified as such. Unless specifically approved to do so by the Director of the Air Division or the SAPCB, SAB members should make clear that public statements concerning business before the SAB or the SAPCB do not necessarily reflect the views of DEQ, the SAB, or the SAPCB.

Organization
The members of the SAB will elect a Chair and Vice-Chair who shall serve for one year and may serve successive terms if re-elected. The SAPCB may appoint a SAPCB member as liaison to the SAB. The Director of the Air Division of DEQ shall serve as an ex officio member of the SAB. Other than the items listed above, the SAB shall establish its own organizational structure. 

Meetings
The SAB shall typically meet quarterly or as needed.. SAB members are expected to attend all meetings. Meeting attendance will be without compensation or reimbursement by the Commonwealth of Virginia. Meetings should include review of any active projects as assigned and can include special speakers.  The agenda will be set by the Chair or Vice-Chair. Members not attending meetings should notify DEQ staff in advance. Members unable to attend may send a substitute with approval of the Chair. Poor attendance at meetings may be cause for not being considered for reappointment. Proper notice under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) must be made for SAB or subgroup meetings. 

Project Assignments

	Projects may be identified and assigned to the SAB in a number of ways. When assigned the project should be defined with a scope, schedule and deliverable to guide SAB members in carrying out the project.
· Projects may be assigned, as needed, either by the SAPCB or by DEQ.
· Projects ideas can be suggested by SAB members.  For such projects, a project scope, schedule and deliverable must be defined and provided to DEQ for review.  DEQ may accept or reject the proposed project or may return it to the SAB for possible revisions.
· SAB members will be considered for participation on Regulatory Advisory Panels (RAPs) created by DEQ in the development of new regulations or changes to existing regulations.  DEQ will provide to members Notice of Intended Regulatory Actions (NOIRA) in the air program where RAPs are to be considered.

SAB Operation
   Once a project is assigned, a subgroup or subgroups can be formed to address the project. SAB members are expected to participate in subgroups and provide time and resources to the subgroups as needed. The SAB shall meet as needed to discuss the status of projects. Subgroups may meet more frequently than the SAB to finalize their projects. 
Deliverables for projects developed by a subgroup must be provided to the SAB membership for review and comment.  Final deliverables for all projects shall be approved by the full SAB upon affirmative vote by a majority of the votes recorded. At the request of the SAPCB, reports will be provided to the SAPCB once approved by the SAB. Approved final reports will be maintained and archived for future use by DEQ, including on the DEQ website in accordance with DEQ website policy.

Administration
Staff and financial support for the SAB will be provided through the DEQ based on available resources.
