Report: Dairy Antibiotics and Groundwater -- In the first large study to track the fate of a wide range of antibiotics given to dairy cows, University of California (UC) Davis scientists found that antibiotics from waste can eventually enter ground and surface waters following the common practice of applying manure to agricultural fields. This study provides the first comprehensive data set to assess and compare potential local impacts to groundwater from the wide variety of antibiotics in use on dairy farms.
