Failure to Characterize Waste


1. Waste Characterization

By [date], [Responsible Party] shall submit an approvable plan to the Department to characterize all solid waste streams at the Facility in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 262.11.

a. If the waste characterization plan submitted by [Responsible Party] is found by Department to be inaccurate or deficient, [Responsible Party] shall respond and correct any inaccuracies or deficiencies noted in the plan within 10 days of receiving the notice of the inaccuracy or deficiency. 

b.  [Responsible Party] shall, after approval by the Department, implement the approved waste characterization plan.  

c. After completion of the requirements of the waste characterization plan, [Responsible Party] shall provide any documentation required in the waste characterization plan and certify, in writing, to the Department that the waste characterization plan was properly implemented and followed.

OR

1. Waste Characterization

By [date], [Responsible Party] shall characterize all solid waste streams at the Facility in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 262.11.  By [date], [Responsible Party] shall provide documentation of the characterization and certify, in writing, to the Department that all solid waste streams at the facility were properly characterized in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 262.11.
