Release Detection


1. Release Detection

a. By [date], [Responsible Party] shall install, test, and/or repair the necessary equipment to conduct adequate release detection in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-130 and 9 VAC 25-580-140.

b. By [date], [Responsible Party] shall submit copies of release detection records and results for [specify month and repeat as necessary if requesting records for more than one month] to DEQ in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-120 and 9 VAC 25-580-180.

i) In the event of an “inconclusive” or “failed” result, [Responsible Party] shall:  (1) immediately consult with a  third party vendor to assess the possible causes for the inconclusive and/or failed  test result; (2) make the necessary changes to reduce the possibility of having future inconclusive and/or failed results; and (3) by [date] submit the written results of the investigation detailing the cause of the inconclusive and/or failed  results and what [Responsible Party] has done to correct the situation at the [Facility].

c. By [date], [Responsible Party] shall submit documentation to DEQ verifying that the Automatic Tank Gauge (ATG) system was properly installed in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-120 and submit valid, passing ATG monitoring results confirming that the USTs are being monitored in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-140 and 9 VAC 25-580-160(8) and that records are maintained in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-120 and 9 VAC 25-580-180.

d. By [date], [Responsible Party] shall submit to DEQ current annual line tightness and leak detector test results on the piping in accordance with 9 VAC 25-580-140 and 9 VAC 25-580-170.
