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Accordingly, by virtue of the authority granted it pursuant to Va. Code [§§ 10.1-1309 and -1316 (Air), § 10.1-1455 (Waste), § 62.1-44.15 (Water, UST, or Wetlands), §§ 62.1-44.15, -44.15:25, and -44.15:48 (Construction Stormwater), § 62.1-44.34:20 (Oil), § 62.1-44.17:1 (Animal Feeding Operation), § 62.1-44.17:1.1 (Poultry Waste), § 62.1-270 (Ground Water)], the Board orders [Responsible Party], and [Responsible Party] agrees to pay a civil charge of $XX,XXX within 30 days of the effective date of the Order in settlement of the violations cited in this Order.
