Did You Know? 


Each April Virginia localities submit information on their recycling programs to DEQ for the previous calendar year.  This information is the basis for the annual state recycling rate calculated by DEQ. Virginia’s Computer Recovery and Recycling Act goes into effect on July 1, 2009.  All computer manufacturers whose products are sold in Virginia must prepare a recycling plan for their products, post the plan on their web site, and notify DEQ of the posting and plan. EPA Grant Reports Completed





   Under an EPA grant, DEQ was able to contract for two different environmental-based projects.  The first was for a Food Waste Characterization Study of two different facilities in the Richmond area to determine the viability of a food waste diversion program at the sites.  The goal of the study was to quantify the amount of food waste that could be diverted to composting operations in the area, and to create baseline data on the potential waste disposal savings from such a program.  Each facility received a manual which defined the options, potential savings, and suggested food waste management practices for the facility.


   The first facility was a hospitality center which was projected to potentially be able to divert 82 tons of food waste each year with a calculated waste disposal savings of over $10,000.  The second facility was a dining hall operation at a local college which was projected to potentially be able to divert 110 tons of food waste each year with a calculated waste disposal savings of over $7,000.

Beneficial Use Materials Roads Project





   Under the same EPA grant identified above, DEQ will be hosting an engineering workshop in June of this year for EPA Region 3 states and Washington, D.C., to review and discuss VDOT road projects which could beneficially use/reuse industrial by-products in the construction.  Such by-products could include fly ash, shredded/chipped tires, recycled asphalt pavement, foundry sand, steel slag, pulp mill compost, and recycled asphalt shingles.  The workgroup will consist of DOT representatives, environmental agency representatives and federal environmental and state highway agency representatives.  


   The workshop’s goals are to define how such materials can be used in road construction (specifications, engineering design, and monitoring) as well as to define such materials utilization within a “green” highways designation through a Green Roads Rating System.
