Grants and Foundations

This section contains information concerning environmental grant and foundation funding programs. Many of these
listings are not specific only to Virginia or to voluntary wetland activities, however all of these listings have funded such
projectsin the past. Eligible recipients vary but generally include nonprofit organizations and often local or state agencies
(seelistings for more details).

Name: Chesapeake Bay Small Watershed Grants Program
Lead Agency/Organization: NFWF/CBP/ USEPA

Goal (s): To provide grants to organizations working on a local level to protect and improve watersheds in the

Chesapeake Bay basin, while building citizen-based resource stewardship. The purpose of the grants program is to address
the water quality and living resource needs of the Chesapeake Bay ecosystem. The Small Watershed Grants Program has
been designed to encourage the development and sharing of innovative ideas among the many organizations wishing to be
involved in watershed protection activities. Supported activitiesin recent years hasincluded:

Support communities in developing and implementing watershed management plans;

Encourage innovative, locally-based programs or projects that improve water quality and restore important
habitats within the Chesapeake Bay basin;

Develop the capacity of local governments, citizens groups, and other organizations to promote community based
stewardship and enhance local watershed management;

Encourage environmentally sensitive development, land conservation, and sound land use planning;

Promote a greater understanding of the Chesapeake Bay and the interrelationship between the health of the Bay
and the condition of local watersheds; and

Strengthen the link between communities and the Chesapeake Bay Program.

Eligibility: Non-profit 501 (c) organizations or local governments within Chesapeake Bay watershed. Individuals, state
and federal government agencies, and private for-profit firms are not eligible for grants under this program.

Funding Specifics: Grants range between $5-$50,000, with average grant award between $25,000 and $35,000.
Additionally, a few grants of up to $100,000 are typically awarded through the Community Legacy Grants initiative.
Matching funds are not required, but preference is given to projects that leverage the grant award with contributions of
funds, goods or services from project partners.

Restrictions: Projectsmust also directly address at |east one of the priority goals of the Chesapeake 2000 Agreement.

Name: Chesapeake Bay Restoration Fund (CBRF)
Lead Agency/Organization: Virginia Division of Legislative Services
Goal (s): Environmental education, and restoration and conservation of the Chesapeake Bay.

Eligibility: Applications will be accepted from state agencies, local governments, and public or private nonprofit
agencies, institutions, or organizations. Grants will not be awarded to individuals. Preferences will be given to
environmental education and action-oriented conservation and restoration projects within Virginia's Chesapeake Bay
watershed.

Funding Specifics: Average award is $2-5K and maximum is typically $30K.

Match requirements: Matching funds are not required but suggested.

Restrictions: Activitieswhich are not eligible for funding include: Capital construction; Endowments; Annual giving or
fund raising; Salaries or benefits (unless directly performing specific project activities); Indirect costs, Food items;
Lawsuitg/litigation; Political action programs/lobbying.

Name: Community-based Restoration Program (CRP)

Lead Agency/Organization: National Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA)
Fisheries

Goal (s): Grass-roots habitat restoration benefiting living marine resources

Eligibility: Institutes of higher education, hospital's, nonprofit organizations, commercial and international organizations,
state/local/tribal governments
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Funding Specifics: Average award is $50K to $200K, No proposals under $25K or over $250K accepted.

Match requirements: Strongly encouraged to match CRP funds on minimum 1:1 basis; can be cash or in-kind goods
and services. Average grant award is between $25,000 and $35,000.

Restrictions: Strong on-the-ground habitat restoration, educational, and volunteer components required. Federal funds
may not be used for to match CRP funds. Limits on funds use for indirect project costs. Projects on private lands must
ensure protection for life of project. Projects cannot be mitigation for: regulated activities, restoration of natural resource
damages, direct water quality improvement (i.e. wastewater treatment plant upgrades), or fulfilling court orders not related
to project.

Eligibility: Public and private organizations, local/state/tribal governments
Funding Specifics: Typical award of $5K to $30K

Match requirements: Matching funds can consist of a combination of cash donations, in-kind services and/or
volunteer labor. Matching funds cannot include indirect costs.

Restrictions: Projects must clearly demonstrate significant benefits to marine, estuaring, or anadromous fisheries
resources, particularly sportfish. Must have educational, volunteer, and restoration components. Proposals may be part of
larger project funded in other ways, but a discrete project objective must be completed within one year of funds award
through this program.

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Name: Five-Star Restoration Challenge Grants
Lead Agency/Organization: USEPA / National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF)

Goal (s): Community-based wetland, riparian, and coastal habitat restoration that builds diverse partnerships and fosters
local natural resource stewardship

Eligibility: Any public or private entity
Funding Specifics: Typical award is $5K to $20K, with average of $10K.

Match requirements: The Five Star Partnership strongly encourages the applicant to have a group of partners and
donors in place that have pledged to provide funding and/or in-kind goods and services before applying for a Five Star
grant. Projects that can leverage the amount of funds requested with significant cash or in-kind contribution from project
partners are much more competitive. On average, competitive projects are usually able to demonstrate partner contributions
of at least 1:1 and often significantly higher (e.g., >2:1). Matching contributions can be both federal and non-federal .

Restrictions: Projects must involve partnerships of ideally five organizations that contribute funding, land, technical

assistance, workforce support, and/or other in-kind services. Must include a strong on-the-ground wetland, riparian, or
coastal habitat restoration component and should also include education, outreach, and community stewardship
components. Projects may be a discrete part of a larger restoration effort but must be ready to complete within a one-year
time frame upon receipt of funding. Projects that are part of a mitigation requirement are not eligible for funding.

Name: National Fish and Wildlife Foundation — General Matching Grant Program

Lead Agency/Organization: National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF)

Goal (s): NFWF conserves healthy populations of fish, wildlife and plants, on land and in the sea, through creative and
respectful partnerships, sustainable solutions, and better education. The Foundation awards matching grants to projects that
address priority actions promoting fish and wildlife conservation and the habitats on which they depend, work proactively
to involve other conservation and community interests, leverage Foundation-provided funding, and evaluate project
outcomes.

Eligibility: Federal, state, and local governments, educational institutions, and nonprofit organizations

Funding Specifics: Grants typically range from $10,000-$150,000, based upon need.
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Match requirements: Strongly encouraged to natch funds at least a 2:1 return, minimum required is 1:1 basis;

matching funds must be: non-federal in origin; raised and dedicated specifically for the project; voluntary in nature; and
applied only to the Foundation grant and not to any other federal matching programs.

Restrictions: NFWF will not support grants seeking Political advocacy or litigation of any kind; shortfalls in

government agency budgets; general administrative overhead or indirect costs, multi-year grants (recipients may reapply);
basic research (including graduate research).

Application Deadline: Project pre-proposals are accepted throughout the year and slated for review and action within
two decision cycles annually.

Name: Migratory Bird Conservancy (MBC) Grant Program

Lead Agency/Organization: National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF)
Goal(s): Conservation of bird habitats including acquisition, restoration, and management
Eligibility: Private individuals, organizations, government entities

Funding Specifics: Average award is about $40,000; with arange of $20,000 to $70,000. Funding managed by
NFWF through challenge grant program.

Match requirements: Awarded funding must be matched minimum 1:1 basis with cash or in-kind contributions.

Restrictions: The MBC will fund projects that directly address conservation of priority bird habitats in the Western
Hemisphere. Acquisition, restoration, and improved management of habitats are program priorities. Education, research,
and monitoring will be considered only as components of actual habitat conservation projects.

Goal (s): Projects must strengthen the capacity of citizens and communities to monitor aspects of their Environments that
affect their own health.

Funding Specifics: Maximum award amount $25K

Restrictions: Projects must meet the following criteria: be community-based; address a specific issue/problem; use
partnerships with other organizations; build capacities of local people/organizations; link environmental, social, economic
issues; bring additional funding or support in addition to grant award.

Name: North American Wetlands Conservation Act (NAWCA) Grants in support of North
American Waterfowl Management Plan (NAWMP)

Lead Agency/Organization: US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS)

Goal (s): Wetlands conservation projects. Promote long-term conservation of North American wetland ecosystems, and
the waterfowl and other migratory hirds, fish and wildlife that depend upon such habitat. Principal conservation actions
supported by NAWCA are acquisition, creation, enhancement and restoration of wetlands and wetland-associated uplands.

Eligibility: Public or private, profit or nonprofit entities or individual's establishing public-private sector partnerships, in
US, Canada, Mexico

Funding Specifics: Standard grants: $50K to $1 million. Small grants: less than $50K. Min. 10 year contract if funds
used for |eases or easements.

Restrictions: Projects must support long-term wetlands acquisition, restoration, and/or enhancement. Funds may only

be used for wetlands acquisition, creation, enhancement, and/or restoration. Education, research, and monitoring only
considered when components of conservation project.

Match requirements: Cost-share partners must match grant funds 1:1 with non-federal, US dollars.
Application Deadline: Standard grants: typically March and July. Small grants: typically end of November.

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Name: Private Stewardship Grants Program

Lead Agency/Organization: US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS)

Goal (s): To benefit federally listed, proposed, or candidate species, or other at-risk species by providing grants and
assistance to individuals and groups.

Eligibility: Landowners and their partners who need technical and financial assistance to improve habitat or implement

other activities on private lands (land that is not owned by a governmental entity). Private landowners, individually or as a
group as well as individuals or groups (for example land conservancies, community organizations, or conservation
organizations) working with private landowners on conservation efforts are eligible to apply. State agencies are not eligible

to apply.

Match requirements: Minimum of 10% cost sharing (i.e., at least 10 percent of total project cost) on the part of the

landowner or other non-Federal partners involved in the project is required. The cost share must come from sources other
than Federal funds.

Restrictions: This grant program supports on-the-ground conservation actions as opposed to planning or research
activities, and will not fund the acquisition of real property either through feetitle or easements.

Lead Agency/Organization: Project AWARE Foundation

Goal (s): Support worthwhile aguatic conservation projects such as: Public education; Grass roots conservation and

enhancement projects; research leading to conservation; Public awareness initiatives, Environmental assessment and
monitoring projects; and Vol unteer-supported community activism

Eligibility: Individuals, organizations, government entities

Funding Specifics: Micro Grant Program- up to $1K; provides funding for localized grass roots efforts. Macro Grant
Program - up to $10K; provides funding for large-scale regional, national or international efforts.

Restrictions: Projects awarded funds are not eligible for repeat funding until the following year. Does not fund:
legidlative advocacy; projects whose methods are not environmentally accepted; overhead expenses including salaries,
stipends, benefits or tuition; capital expenses including computer hardware/software or office furnishings; travel and living
expenses; dive equipment or instruction; products designed for resale. Because funding is limited, partial funding may be
awarded in lieu of full funding.

Note: As this grant program is administered through PADI @rofessional Association of Diving Instructors) and the
mission of Project Aware is to conserve underwater environments, it is most likely that coastal wetland activities would be
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funded rather than in noncoastal sites.

Name: Virginia Environmental Endowment (VEE) Virginia Program and Mini-Grant Program
Lead Agency/Organization: Virginia Environmental Endowment (VEE)

Goal (s): The mission VEE is to improve the quality of the environment by using its capital to encourage all sectors to
work together to prevent pollution, conserve natural resources, and promote environmental literacy. Grantmaking priorities
in the Virginia Program are focused on water quality research and monitoring of water quality conditions; land and open
space conservation; Chesapeake Bay fisheries conservation, research, and education; and environmental education. The
Virginia Mini-Grant Program supports community-based efforts to strengthen environmental education and to promote
stewardship of Virginia's waterways. Preference is given to modest local projects. Public and private schools (K-12) and
nongovernmental, nonprofit community organizations in Virginia are eligible to apply for one-year Mini-Grant awards up
to $5,000.

Eligibility: Virginia Program: nonprofit, taxexempt, charitable organizations and institutions and to governmental
agencies. Mini-Grant Program: Public and private schools (K-12) and nongovernmental, nonprofit community
organizations in Virginia are eligible to apply for local, state, and federal government agencies and programs are not
digible.

Funding Specifics: Mini-Grant awards have amaximum of $5K; 2003. Virginia Program grants ranged from $1,800-
$74,500.

Match requirements: Minimum 1:1. Volunteer time may not be used for matching funds.

Restrictions: VEE currently limits awards to eligible nonprofit organizations for programs conducted in the state of
Virginia

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Name: Urban and Community Forestry Assistance Grants
Lead Agency/Organization: USDA-FS / VDOF

Goal (s): To encourage those projects that promote tree planting, the care of trees, the protection and enhancement of
urban and community forest ecosystems, and education on tree issues in cities, towns and communities across the nation.
Grants are awarded through this program to encourage local government and citizen involvement in creating and supporting
long-term and sustained urban and community forestry projects and programs at the local level. This program is for
programs, projects or activities not currently being funded, and is not intended to substitute for existing funding levels. The
focus of this program isto support new initiatives that would not otherwise occur during the funding cycle.

Eligibility: State agencies, local and regional units of government, nonprofit organizations, neighborhood
associations and civic groups, public educational institutions (college level) or community tree volunteer.

Funding Specifics: Typical proposa is $6K to $10K; Recommended-funding range for most proposals is $1,000 to
$20,000.

Match requirements: Minimum 1:1 match required, more than 1:1encouraged. Match may be in the form of cash,
services, or in-kind contributions. Matching cost-share funds or in-kind contributions cannot be used as a match for any
other Federal cost-share project.

Restrictions: Nongovernmental organizations must be designated a 501-c-3 non-profit organization or submit their
application through such an organization or a government entity. Urban and Community Forestry grants are not intended for
the purpose of beautification plantings; tree planting proposals are acceptable only if the tree planting is used for the purpose
of research, education, or demonstration.

Name: Wetland Program Development Grant
Lead Agency/Organization: US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)

Goal (s): Main funding priorities: Developing a comprehensive wetland monitoring and assessment program; (2)
improving the effectiveness of compensatory wetland mitigation; and (3) refining the protection of vulnerable wetlands and
aguatic resources.

Eligibility: States, Tribes, local governments, interstate associations, intertribal consortia, and national nonprofit, non-
governmental organizations.

Funding Specifics: Total funding available for award by BPA depends each year on the Wetlands Program's yearly
fiscal appropriation. (Previous grant awards in 2003 ranged from $11,000 to $496,000).

Match requirements: Minimum of 25% project cost required.
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Restrictions: Local/regional chapters/affiliations of nonprofit organizations are not eligible for WPDGs and
applications will only be accepted from the national headquarters level of nonprofit, non-governmental organizations.
National nonprofit organizations are only eligible to submit their proposals to the Headquarters Wetland Grant Coordinator
for this competition.

Match definition: Can also be referred to asCost Share. Match is the amount of money that the applicant organization or
partners are prepared to spend on the project. These contributions can be in the form of cash (cash outlay), in-kind
contributions, or donated goods and services. Each grantor has different match requirements and different restrictions on
allowable match.

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Cost Share and Payment Programs

This section of the document is intended to describe incentive-based programs geared to landowners for voluntary wetland
activities. Funding specifics vary with program and should be closely examined. Typically, the landowner’s portion of the
project cost istypically required upfront, with reimbursement after project completion.

Name: Chesapeake Bay Foundation Wetland Restoration Program
Lead Agency/Organization: Chesapeake Bay Foundation (CBF)

Goal (s): To provide funding and technical assistance for wetland restoration projects within the Chesapeake Bay
watershed.

Eligibility: Private or public landowners within Virginia s Chesapeake Bay watershed

Funding Specifics: Flexible funding- landowner portion of cost can be met with in-kind assistance or donated
materials. Project cost share by landownersis up to 100% reimbursable.

Name: Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP) - Virginia

Lead Agency/Organization: US Department of Agriculture - Farm Service Agency/ Natural
Resources Conservation Service (USDA-FSA/ NRCS)

Goal (s): To encourage farmers and ranchers to remove lands from agricultural production in order to improve water

quality and to treat environmentally sensitive areas by promoting voluntary establishment of forested streamside buffers,
filter strips and the restoration of wetlands.

Eligibility: Private agricultural landownersin Virginia's Chesapeake Bay watershed and eligible portions of Southern
Rivers watersheds.

Funding Specifics: FSA annual rental payments are based on soil types. Annual rental rates typically range from $70-
$100/acre and include incentives and maintenance. 10 or 15-year contracts. Additional perpetual conservation easement
option available for Virginia. Rates are capped at $100/acre for Chesapeake Bay watershed and $90/acrea for Southern
River portion. Bonus payment of $100/acre for 100-ft wide forested buffers within the Chesapeake Bay. Cost-share
payment (upon project completion) up to 50% of total cost. Additional cost-share payment of 25% - 40%, not to exceed
$200/acre of restored buffer or wetland. Asof July 1, 2004 an additional $200/acr e (for total of $400/acre) bonusis
available within Southern Riversand Chesapeake Bay for wetland restoration practices.
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Restrictions: General Restrictions: Certain practices only: filter strips, riparian buffers, wetland restoration.

Land Restrictions: Cropland must be planted or considered planted with an agricultural commodity for 4 out of 6 of the
years between 1996-2002) and by definition, the land must physically and legally be able to be cropped. Marginal pasture
must be suitable as a riparian buffer (hardwoods). Proposed land must meet one of following criteria: filter strips must be
within 100 feet of stream bank or channel; riparian buffers must be within 300 feet of stream bank or channel; wetland
restoration must be entirely or predominantly hydric soils, not to exceed 40 acres in size. Haying and grazing not allowed
during contract period.

L andowner Restrictions: Landowner must have owned land for at least 12 months prior to enrollment (some exceptions
apply).
