The technologies that will be used to control the air pollution from the operation of the combined heat and power plant are selective catalytic reduction (SCR) systems, oxidation catalysts, good combustion practices, low sulfur fuels, low carbon fuels, and efficient power generation. The estimated effect on air quality near the facility from the proposed project is expected to be in compliance with all applicable federal and state ambient air quality standards and concentrations.
