Introduction and Process
I would first like to remind everyone in attendance that the webinar and your comments are being recorded. 
"It is now 6:30 PM, Tuesday September 22, 2020.
This Hearing is being conducted in compliance with Item 4-0.01 g of Chapter 1289 of the 2020 Acts of Assembly. As a result of the March 12, 2020 Declaration of a state of emergency due to Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) aka Executive Order -51 (EO-51), and in keeping with Governor Northam’s temporary restrictions and direction that we are safer at home, this public hearing is being held via electronic communications through GoToWebinar.

My name is Craig Nicol, I am the Regional Director for the Tidewater Regional Office within the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality.  I will function as the Hearing Officer for this public hearing, and you will be presenting your comments directly to me.
Tonight’s hearing is being conducted by the Commonwealth of Virginia Department of Environmental Quality on behalf of the State Air Pollution Control Board and in accordance with 9VAC5-80-1170 of its regulations regarding public participation.  As required by law, a public notice announcement of this hearing was published on July 17, 2020.  The comment period will end on October 7, 2020 which results in a 51 day comment period. 
The subject of tonight’s hearing concerns an air permit application for the proposed combined heat and power plant by the US Navy – Norfolk Naval Shipyard to construct and operate two 7 Mega Watt combined turbine generators with heat recovery steam generators, auxiliary equipment and will be located at existing parking lot E at 3971 Elm Ave, Portsmouth, Virginia. 
This hearing serves the purpose of allowing the public the opportunity to provide verbal comments on the draft prevention of significant deterioration and minor new source review permit for the construction and operation of the combined heat and power plant.  Written comments that are submitted in a timely manner will become part of the official record whether they are read in their entirety or summarized orally.  All written statements should be sent to DEQ at either the mailing or email addresses provided on our website. Written comments mailed to DEQ must be received by DEQ by close of business on October 7, 2020 and emailed comments must be received by DEQ by11:59 PM on October 7, 2020.
The question and answer session was conducted during the informational meeting held on August 17, 2020 at 6:00 pm and the hearing will be for the presentation of comments only. Comments will be received only on the subject of this hearing-the draft permit.  Because this is not a proceeding as in a court of law, statements need not be sworn in, nor, will there be cross-examination.  Debates between individual speakers will be ruled out of order and will not be included in the official record. 
An electronic transcript will be taken of all comments presented at this hearing.  
I would now like to review the procedures for the hearing. 
· Before taking comments from the general public, I will call on the registered elected state and local officials or any tribal representatives that identified the desire to speak. Once any commenting officials have spoken I will open the floor to receive public comments. 
· In order to be recognized to speak tonight, I will ask you to use the “raise your hand” function on the GoToWebinar control bar that appears on your screen.  Once you have raised your hand, please leave your hand raised. I will un-raise your hand once you have spoken so we can accurately follow who has spoken and who wishes to speak.
· When called upon to give your statement, I will unmute you and you can begin to speak. Please speak slowly and clearly so that your comments can be accurately and completely recorded.  
· I will be calling on individuals in alphabetical order by your first name. Those who registered to speak will be called upon first and then I will follow up with all others whom have raised their hand. All individuals who have raised their hand will be given the opportunity to speak.

As mentioned earlier, all written statements should be sent to DEQ at either the mailing or email addresses provided on our website or as seen on the bottom of the screen.  Written statements will become part of the official record whether they are read in their entirety or summarized orally.  Written comments mailed to DEQ must be received by DEQ by close of business on October 7, 2020 and emailed comments must be received by DEQ by 11:59 PM on October 7, 2020
