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SECTION A: Purpose 

This is Consent a Consent Order issued under the authority of Va. Code § 62.1-44.15, 
between the State Water Control Board and the Stafford County Board of Supervisors, 

of resolving certain violations of State Water Control Law and the applicable permits and 
regulation.

3. "Aquia Permit" means Permit No. VA0060968, which was issued under the 
Control Law Regulation to Stafford of Supervisors 

November 20, 2013, and which expires on November 19, 2018. 

4. means the State Water Control Board, a permanent citizens' board of the 
Commonwealth of Virginia, as described in Va. Code §§ 10.1-1184 62.1-44.7. 

5. "Collection System" means the sanitary sewer collection system by Stafford 
County. 

6. "County" means Stafford County of Supervisors, the governing body of 
political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia. The Stafford County Board 
Supervisors is "person" within the meaning Va. § 62.1-44.3. 

7. 'Department" or "DEQ" means the Department of Environmental Quality, an agency of 
the Commonwealth of Virginia, as described in Va. Code 10.1-1183. 

8. 'Director" means Director of Department of Environmental Quality, as described 
in Va. Code § 10.1-1185. 

9. 'Discharge" means discharge of pollutant. 25-31-10.

2. "Aquia Facility" means the Aquia Wastewater Treatment Facility located at 75 Coal
Landing Road, Stafford, Stafford County, Virginia, which treats and discharges treated
sewage from domestic, commercial, and light industrial sources.

3. "Aquia Permit" means VPDES Permit No. VA0060968, which was issued under the
State Water Corrtrol Law and the Regulation to the Stafford County Board of Supervisors
on November 20, 2013, and which expires on November 19, 2018.

4. Board" means the State Water Control Board, a permanent citizens' board of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, as described h Va. Code §§ 10. 1-1184 and 62. 1-44. 7.

5. "Collection System" means the sanitary sewer collection system owned by Stafford
County.

commercial, industrial, agricultural, or other reasonable uses, provided that (i) an 
alteration of physical, chemical, or biological of waters or discharge 

deposit of sewage, industrial wastes state waters by owner

or possible future sources of public water supply; or (c) unsuitable for recreational,
commercial, mdustrial, agricultural, or other reasonable uses, provided that (i) an
alteration of the physical, chemical, or biological property of state waters or a discharge
or deposit of sewage, hdustrial wastes or other wastes to state waters by any owner

SECTION C: Findings of Fact Conclusions of Law 

1. Stafford County owns and operates the Little Falls Facility located in Stafford County, 
Virginia. The Little Falls Permit authorizes the discharge treated sewage from 
domestic, commercial, and light industrial sources solely from the Little Falls Facility, to 
the Rappahannock River, in strict compliance with terms and conditions of the 
Permit. The design flow of the Facility is 8.0 MGD. 

2. Claiborne is located within the Rappahannock River Basin. The segment of 
Claiborne which has received discharges from the collection is listed in 
DEQ's Integrated as supporting fish consumption, due to 
PCBs. A bacteria TMDL was completed and approved EPA 5, 2008. 

On July 5, 2016, the the discharge of approximately 36,000 gallons of 
into Claiborne due hydraulic overloading of collection 

infrastructure. This incident was assigned IR#2017-N-0059. 

4. September 29, 2016, the County the discharge of approximately 7,500 gallons 
of into Claiborne due hydraulic overloading of collection 
system infrastructure. This incident was assigned IR#2017-N-0937. 

5. On October 3, 2016, the County the discharge of approximately 909,750 gallons 
of into Claiborne due collection system infrastructure failure. This 
incident was assigned IR#2017-N-0986. 

Little Falls Permit at Part II.F states: "Except in compliance with this permit, or 
another permit issued by Board, it shall be unlawful for person to: 1. Discharge 
into state waters sewage, industrial wastes, other wastes, or noxious or deleterious 
substances; or 2. Otherwise alter physical, chemical, or biological properties of such 

waters and detiimental to the public health, or animal or aquatic life,

SECTION C: Findinss of Fact and Conclusions of Law

1. Stafford County owns and operates the Little Falls Facility located m StaflFord County,
Virginia. The Little Falls Permit authorizes the County to discharge treated sewage from
domestic, commercial, and light hdustrial sources solely from the Little Falls Facility, to
the Rappahannock River, in strict compliance with the terms and conditions of the
Permit. The design flow of the Facility is 8. 0 MGD.

2. Claibome Run is located within the Rappahannock River Basin. The segment of
Clafeome Run which has received discharges from the coUection system is listed m
DEQ's 2014 305(b)/303(d) Integrated Report as not supporting fish consumption, due to
PCBs. A bacteria TMDL was completed and approved by EPA on May 5, 2008.

3. On July 5, 2016, the County reported the discharge of approximately 36, 000 gallons of
raw sewage into Claibome Run due to hydraulic overloading of the system coUection
system infrastructure. This mcident was assigned IR#2017-N-0059.

4. On September 29, 2016, the County reported the discharge of approximately 7,500 gallons
of raw sewage into Claibome Run due to hydraulic overtoading of the system collection
system infi-astructure. This mcident was assigned IR#2017-N-0937.

5 On October 3, 2016, the County reported the discharge of approximately 909, 750 gallons
of raw sewage mto Clafeome Run due to a collection system infrastructure failure. This
mcident was assigned IR#2017-N-0986.

6. The Little Falls Permit at Part II.F states: ''Except in compliance with this permit, or
another permit issued by the Board, it shall be unlawful for any person to: 1. Discharge
mto state waters sewage, industrial wastes, other wastes, or any noxious or deleterious
substances; or 2. Otherwise alter the physical, chemical, or biological properties of such
state waters and make them detrimental to the public heatth, or to amnal or aquatic life,
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to the use of such waters for domestic industrial consumption, or for recreation, or 
for other uses." 

As result of the July 5, SSO, described in section C(3) above, 
issued a NOV, No. W2016-09-N-0003, to the County, dated September 28, 

As result of the September 29, SSO, described in section C(4) above, 
issued a NOV, No. W2016-11-N-0009, the County, November 16, 2016. 

As result of the October 3, SSO, described in section above, DEQ 
issued a NOV, No. W2016-12-N-0007, the County, December 20, 2016. 

12, 2016, the responded to the September 28, 2016, NOV. The 
response letter stated that this SSO was to hydraulic overloading of the system 
collection system infrastructure, caused excessive flows, following significant 
rainfall, exceeding the designed pumping capacity of the Claiborne 
Pumping Station. 

9. In addition the County stated in the October 12, 2016, response letter that Claiborne 
Pumping Station upgrade project had been awarded for design this fiscal 

year, with construction in Fiscal Year 2018. 

December 7, 2016, the County responded to the November 16, 2016, NOV. The 
response letter stated that in addition to the work detailed in the October 12, 2016 letter, 
the County was bidding project to replace large section of the sewage interceptor 
line just the pump station help to protect against similar events in the future. 
In addition was investigating the possibility of changing out the pump 
impellers at the Claiborne Pumping Station the maximum 
volume of which can be during peak flow operating conditions. 

The County owns operates the Aquia Facility located in Stafford County, Virginia. 
Aquia Permit authorizes the discharge treated sewage from domestic, 

commercial, and light industrial sources only from the Aquia Facility, to unnamed 
tributary to Austin Run, in strict compliance with the terms and conditions of the Permit. 
The design flow of Facility is 10.0 MGD. 

Austin is located within the River Basin. The segment of Austin which 
received discharge from the collection system is listed in DEQ's 
Integrated Report for impairments to fish consumption, due PCBs under Tidal 

River PCB for bacteria impairment under the Bacteria TMDL for 
River Tributaries for Stafford County. 

13. 4, 2016, the reported the discharge of approximately 90,000 gallons 
of sewage into Austin to collection system infrastructure failure between 

40-0116 and 40-0117. This incident was assigned IR#2017-N-1003.

6. As a result of the reported September 29, 2016 SSO, described in section C(4) above,
DEQ issued a NOV, No. W2016-ll-N-0009, tothe County, dated November 16, 2016.

7. As a result of the reported October 3, 2016 SSO, described in section C(5) above, DEQ
issued aNOV, No. W2016-12-N-0007, to the County, dated December 20, 2016.

8. On October 12, 2016, the County responded to the September 28, 2016, NOV. The
response letter stated that this SSO was due to hydraulic overioadmg of the system
collection system mlrastructure, caused by excessive flows, following a significant
rainfall, exceeding the designed pumping capacity of the Claibome Run Sewage
Pumphg Station.

9 In addition the County stated in the October 12, 2016, response letter that a Chfcome
Run Sewage Pumphg Station upgrade project had been awarded for design this fiscal
year, with construction m Fiscal Year 2018.

10. On December 7, 2016, the County responded to the November 16, 2016, NOV. The
response letter stated that in addition to the work detafled m the October 12, 2016 letter,
the County was biddhg a project to replace a large section of the sewage mterceptor
line just above the puny station to help to protect against similar events in the future.
In addition the County was hvestigating the possibility of changing out the pump
impellers at the Chibome Run Sewage Punyhg Station to expand the maximum
volume of water which can be moved during peak flow operating conditions.

11. The County owns and operates the Aquia Facility located in Stafford County, Virginia.
The Aquia Permit authorizes the County to discharge treated sewage from domestic,
commercial, and light industrial sources only fi-om the Aquia Facility, to an unnamed
tributary to Austin Run, in strict compliance with the terms and conditions of the Permit.
The design flow of the Facility is 10. 0 MGD.

12. Austin Run is located withm the Potomac River Basin. The segment of Austin Run which
received the discharge fi-omthe collection system is listed h DEQ's 2014 305(b)/303(d)
Integrated Report for impairments to fish consumption, due to PCBs under the Tidal
Potomac River PCB TMDL and for bacteria impairment under the Bacteria TMDL for
Potomac River Tributaries for Stafford County.

13. On October 4, 2016, the County reported the discharge of approximately 90, 000 gallons
of raw sewage into Austin Run due to collection system mfrastructure failure between
MH 40-0116 and 40-0117. This incident was assigned IR#2017-N-1003
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14. The Aquia Permit at Part II.F states: "Except in compliance with this permit, or another 
permit issued by the Board, it shall be unlawful for any person to: 1. Discharge into 
state waters sewage, industrial wastes, other wastes, or any noxious or deleterious 
substances; or 2. Otherwise alter the physical, chemical, or biological properties of such 
state waters and make them detrimental to the public health, or to animal or aquatic life, 
or to the use of such waters for domestic or industrial consumption, or for recreation, or 
for other uses." 

15. As a result of the reported October 4, SSO, described in section C(13) above, 
DEQ issued a NOV, No. W2016-12-N-0006, to the County, dated December 20, 2016. 

16. Va. Code § 62.1-44.5 states that: "[E]xcept in compliance with a certificate issued by 
the Board, it shall be unlawful for any person to discharge into state waters sewage, 
industrial wastes, other wastes, or any noxious or deleterious substances." 

17. The Regulation, at 25-31-50, also states that except in compliance with a 
permit, or another permit issued by the Board, it is unlawful to discharge into 

state waters sewage, industrial wastes or other wastes. 

18. Va. Code § 62.1-44.5 states that a VPDES permit is a "certificate" under the statute. 

19. Claiborne Run is a surface water located wholly within the Commonwealth and is a 
"state water" under the Water Control Law. 

20. Austin Run is a surface water located wholly within the Commonwealth and is a "state 
water" under Water Control Law. 

21. Based on the SSO reports, and submitted documents, the Board concludes that the 
County has violated the Little Falls Pernik and Va. Code § 62.1-44.5 and VAC 25-31-
50, by discharging untreated sewage and domestic wastes from the collection system, as 
described in paragraphs C(3) and C(4), and C(5) above. 

22. Based on the SSO reports, and submitted documents, the Board concludes that the 
County has violated the Aquia Permit and Va. Code 62.1-44.5 and 25-31-50, 

discharging untreated sewage and domestic wastes from the collection system, as 
described in paragraph C(13) above. 

23. In order for the County to return to compliance, DEQ staff and representatives of the 
County have agreed to the Schedule of Compliance, which is incorporated as Appendix 

this Order. 
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14. The Aquia Permit at Part II. F states: "Except in compliance with this permit, or another
permit issued by the Board, it shall be unlawful for any person to: 1. Discharge into
state waters sewage, industrial wastes, other wastes, or any noxious or deleterious
substances; or 2. Otherwise alter the physical, chemical, or biological properties of such
state waters and make them detrimental to the public health, or to animal or aquatic life,
or to the use of such waters for domestic or industrial consunption, or for recreation, or
for other uses."

15. As a result of the reported October 4, 2016 SSO, described in section C(13) above,
DEQ issued a NOV, No. W2016-12-N-0006,tothe County, dated December 20, 2016.

16. Va. Code § 62. 1-44. 5 states that: "[EJxcept in compliance with a certificate issued by
the Board, it shall be unlawful for any person to discharge into state waters sewage,
hdustrial wastes, other wastes, or any noxious or deleterious substances."

17. The Regulation, at 9 VAC 25-31-50, also states that except m compliance with a
permit, or another permit issued by the Board, it is unlawful to discharge into

state waters sewage, mdustrial wastes or other wastes.

18. Va. Code § 62. 1-44. 5 states that a VPDES permit is a "certificate" under the statute.

19. Claibome Run is a surface water located wholly within the Commonwealth and is a
"state water" under the State Water Control Law.

20. Austin Run is a surface water located wholly within the Commonwealth and is a "state
water" under the State Water Control Law.

21. Based on the SSO reports, and submitted documents, the Board concludes that the
County has violated the Little Falls Permit and Va. Code § 62. 1-44.5 and 9 VAC 25-31-
50, by discharging untreated sewage and domestic wastes from the collection system, as
described in paragraphs C(3) and C(4), and C(5) above.

22. Based on the SSO reports, and submitted documents, the Board concludes that the
County has violated the Aquia Permit and Va. Code § 62. 1-44. 5 and 9 VAC 25-31-50,
by discharging untreated sewage and domestic wastes from the collection system, as
described in paragraph C(13) above.

23 In order for the County to return to compliance, DEQ staff and representatives of the
County have agreed to the Schedule of Compliance, which is mcorporated as Appendix
A of this Order.
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SECTION D: Agreement Order 

Accordingly, by virtue of the authority granted it in Va. Code §§ 62.1-44.15, the Board orders 
the County, and the County agrees to: 

1. Perform the actions described in Appendices and of this Order; and 

2. Pay a civil charge $27,664.00 within 30 days of the effective date of the Order in 
settlement of violations cited in this Order.

b. The County shall satisfy $24,897.60 of the civil charge by satisfactorily completing 
the Supplemental Environmental Project described in Appendix B of this 
Order. 

c. The net project costs of the to the County shall not be less than the amount set 
forth in Paragraph D.2.b. If it is, the County shall pay the remaining amount in 
accordance with Paragraph D.2.a of this Order, unless otherwise agreed to the 
Department. "Net project cost" means the net present after-tax cost of the SEP, 
including tax savings, grants, and first-year cost reductions and other efficiencies 
realized by virtue of project implementation If the proposed SEP is for a project 
for which the party will receive an identifiable tax savings (e.g., tax credits for 
pollution control or recycling equipment), grants, or first-year operation cost 
reductions or other efficiencies, the net project cost shall be reduced by those 
amounts. The costs of those portions of SEPs that are funded by state or federal 
low-interest loans, contracts, or grants shall be deducted. 

d. By signing this Order the County certifies that it has not commenced performance 
of the SEP.

15, the Board orders
the County, and the County agrees to:
