


Public Notice – Environmental Project

PURPOSE OF NOTICE:

The Department of Environmental Quality seeks public comment on the state’s response to the environmental aspects of a proposed project in the City of Chesapeake, Virginia. 

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD:

September 21, 2020 to October 16, 2020

TYPE OF RESPONSE:

Federal Consistency Determination

DEQ is reviewing a federal action to determine if it is consistent with the Virginia Coastal Zone Management (CZM) Program established pursuant to the U.S. Coastal Zone Management Act. The Virginia CZM Program seeks to protect the quality of air, water or other natural resources in Virginia’s coastal area.

NAME OF AGENCY PROPOSING THE PROJECT:

U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development is processing a mortgage insurance application via the Multifamily Accelerated Program (MAP) 231 New Construction Program for the construction of Knells Ridge Apartments. AEI Consultants on behalf of Barbara P. Miller (the applicant) submitted a federal consistency determination (FCD) for the proposed project to be located at 843 North Battlefield Boulevard in the City of Chesapeake. The project site consists of approximately 4.53 acres of grassy vacant land with a wooded area surrounding a best management practice retention pond on the northern portion of the property, which is near Knells Ridge Boulevard and North Battlefield Boulevard. The project proposes the construction of one four-story residential building that will house 142 age-restricted senior housing units and a 4,000-square-foot restaurant. Additional onsite amenities would include a swimming pool and outdoor courtyards and seating areas. The remaining areas of the site would consist of paved surface parking and associated landscaping. According to the FCD, the project would be consistent with the enforceable policies of the Virginia Coastal Zone Management Program. The proposed project is subject to review for consistency with the enforceable policies of the program.

DEQ accepts comments from the public by e-mail or postal mail. All comments must include the name, address and telephone number of the person commenting and be received by DEQ within the comment period. The public may review the project documents at DEQ’s central office in Richmond.
