[bookmark: _GoBack]The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development proposes to provide mortgage insurance to Potomac Woods LTD PTNSHIP II (applicant) for the refinancing of the Potomac Woods II Senior Housing age-restricted facility under its Section 232/223(f) Program. The Section 232/223(f) Program insures mortgage loans to facilitate the purchase or refinancing with or without repairs of existing facilities that do not require substantial rehabilitation. The three-story building is located at 1093 Southampton Street, Woodbridge, Virginia in a mixed commercial and residential area. The federal action involves refinancing only and there is no ground disturbance, renovation, or construction proposed. HUD has submitted a Federal Consistency Determination that finds the proposed action consistent, to the maximum extent practicable, with the enforceable policies of the Virginia CZM Program.
