FACILITY NAME AND ADDRESS: Accomack County Northern Landfill is located in Accomack County east of U.S. Route 13, on State Route 703.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: This permit modification incorporates the proposed Westward Expansion consisting of a 66.8-acre parcel of land abutting the existing landfill to the west, which was just recently purchased by Accomack County.  The Part A Approval for this new property was granted on July 26, 2019.   The remaining permitted capacity proposed for Cells 3 through 6B will be transferred from the existing facility to this new parcel.  This re-configuration of the existing capacity will prolong the useful life of associated facility infrastructure used for waste management and recycling.
