FACILITY NAME AND LOCATION: Disposal and Recycling Services of Lunenburg Sanitary Landfill, 45 Landfill Road, Victoria, Virginia. The facility is located on Route 659 (Old Mansion Road), approximately four and a half miles south of the Town of Victoria and approximately seven miles southwest of the Town of Kenbridge.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: RWG5, LLC has applied for a modification to a permit that allows the Disposal and Recycling Services of Lunenburg Sanitary Landfill to operate an existing landfill in Lunenburg County, Virginia.  This modification to the permit would allow the piggyback lateral expansion over the southern slope of the unlined hill and Cells 1 and 2, thereby adding Cells 3A, 3B, 4A, and 4B.
