X-CODE DOCUMENT
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. How do I document equipment I own and a ‘rental’ rate is charged AND meets the requirements for X-Code? [does not have an M or T Code and is not an ancillary cost]

Documentation of costs should be a Certification from the Chief Financial Officer or another Company Officer, that states that the rate charged is the company’s standard billable rate for all projects, whether or not they are VPSTF-eligible OR a copy of a bill at the rate for a non-VPSTF-eligible project.

NOTE:  The X-Code Mark-up of 16% would not be allowed as the mark-up is already included in the billable rate.  

2. How do I document expendable items such as items that come from ‘stock’?
Documentation of costs should be a recent invoice associated with the purchase of that item to replenish the stock inventory.  Such an invoice may be a bulk purchase invoice that would require the unit price for the item to be calculated.  The X-Code Mark-up of 16% would be applied that the calculated unit rate.
EXAMPLE:  An invoice for 1,000 feet of PVC pipe at a total cost of $1,564.50, the unit rate for a foot of PVC pipe would be $1.56 plus 16% mark-up.
3. How do I document a ‘proprietary compound’ such as a bacteria/nutrient blend?
Documentation of costs should be a Certification from the Chief Financial Officer or another Company Officer, that states that the rate charged is the company’s standard billable rate for all projects, whether or not they are VPSTF-eligible OR a copy of a bill at the rate for a non-VPSTF-eligible project.

NOTE:  The X-Code Mark-up of 16% would not be allowed as the mark-up is already included in the billable rate.
