Facility Specific Operational Controls
DEQ Tidewater Regional Office expects the following from contractors and visitors:
· Recycling 
· TRO recycles aluminum cans, mixed paper, cardboard, plastic bottles, and plastic bags/film.  Recycling bins are located in common areas and throughout this office.
· Energy Saving
· Turn off overhead lights when leaving a room, including bathrooms, if unoccupied.
· Turn off computer monitor and other small electronics when leaving for the day.
· Do not leave personal items on, or plugged in (ex. fans, personal heaters, chargers).
· Resource Conservation
· Printing and copying should be double-sided unless single sided is necessary.
