Facility Specific Operational Controls
DEQ Valley Regional Office expects the following from contractors and visitors:
· Recycling 
· VRO recycles aluminum cans, mixed paper, cardboard, #1 PETE and #2 HDPE plastic. Recycling bins for aluminum cans and plastic bottles are located in the break room, please rinse and crush all aluminum before recycling.  Cardboard, newspaper, white and mixed paper bins are located in the break room and the warehouse.
· Battery recycling for rechargeable batteries is located in the warehouse. 
· A compost bin is located in the break room by the sink.
· Energy Saving
· Turn off overhead lights when leaving for the day.
· Turn off computer monitor and other small electronics when leaving for the day.
· Do not leave personal items plugged in (ex. fans, personal heaters, chargers).
· Resource Conservation
· Printing and copying should be double-sided unless single sided is necessary.
· The supply room is located in Room 27 on the south side of the building and contains office supplies. These resources should be utilized before supplies are purchased. 
· Please ensure that faucets are turned completely off after use and that leaks are reported to Diana Adams, our regional Office Manager.
Roles & Responsibilities
It is important to consider the environmental impacts of day-to-day activities like printing & copying, driving state vehicles, purchasing products, and energy and water usage. DEQ visitors and contractors should be aware of: 
· How their actions impact the environment,
· The procedures and protocols of their assignment, if applicable, and 
· The potential environmental impacts from departing from those procedures.
