PURPOSE OF NOTICE: To seek public comment and announce a public hearing on a draft construction permit from the Department of Environmental Quality for a project at an existing major air pollution source located in Franklin, Virginia.

PERMIT NAME: Minor New Source Review permit for a major modification to an existing major source, issued by DEQ, under the authority of the Air Pollution Control Board.
APPLICANT NAME AND REGISTRATION NUMBER: Enviva Pellets Southampton LLC; Registration Number: 61653.
FACILITY NAME AND ADDRESS: Enviva Pellets Southampton LLC; 26570 Rose Valley Road, Franklin, VA 23851.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Enviva Pellets Southampton LLC has applied for a permit to modify the Enviva Pellets Southampton LLC facility. The facility is a wood pellet fuel manufacturing facility. The proposed facility is and will continue to be classified as a major source of air pollution. The maximum annual emissions of air pollutants from the facility under the proposed permit are expected to be: PM10 114.2 tpy; PM2.5 74.1 tpy; SO2 24.0 tpy; NOx 177.5 tpy; CO 176.8 tpy; VOC 80.8 tpy; and total HAPs 18.3 tpy. The technologies that will be used to control the air pollution from the facility are regenerative thermal oxidizers, wet electrostatic precipitators, wet scrubbers and fabric filters. The estimated effect on air quality near the facility from the proposed project is expected to be compliance with all applicable federal and state ambient air quality standards and concentrations.
HOW TO COMMENT AND/OR REQUEST BOARD CONSIDERATION: DEQ accepts comments and requests for Board consideration by hand-deliver, e-mail, fax or postal mail. All comments and requests must be in writing and be received by DEQ during the comment period. Submittals must include the names, mailing addresses and telephone numbers of the commenter/requester and of all persons represented by the commenter/requester. A request for Board consideration must also include: 1) The reason why Board consideration is requested. 2) A brief, informal statement regarding the nature and extent of the interest of the requester or of those represented by the requestor, including how and to what extent such interest would be directly and adversely affected by the permit. 3) Specific references, where possible, to terms and conditions of the permit with suggested revisions. Board consideration may be granted if public response is significant, based on individual requests for Board consideration, and there are substantial, disputed issues relevant to the permit.
