Fall 2017 – Pre-construction data
Samples were collected by backpack electrofishing following National Streams and Rivers Assessment Protocols.  “Count” indicates the number of individual fish collected. “Seconds” is the time during sampling when the electrofisher was turned on.  “Reach” is the stream length covered by the sampling effort. “YOY” refers to young-of-year fish born within the past year. “Black spot,” “yellow grub” and “lesions” indicate morphological anomalies. A few individuals exhibiting such anomalies such as black spot, yellow grub, or lesions is typical. High numbers of individuals exhibiting such anomalies may be indicative of pollution. Follow-up monitoring will occur in the first fall season following the completion of construction activities, and in additional years (during fall), as needed.
