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Nonmetallic Mineral Processing General Permit Checklist

For use in applying for a Nonmetallic mineral processing (NMMP) general permit.  General Permits are permits that are developed (through a regulatory development process) for specific source categories that have similar pieces of equipment and similar control requirements. General permits are for facilities that will emit regulated air pollutants above the exemption thresholds listed in 9VAC5-80-1105 of state regulations but less than 100 tons per year (9VAC5-80 Article 6). The permit must be obtained before any activity on the project can begin. The facility has the option of getting a general permit or going through the regular minor NSR permitting process. To qualify for the Non-Metallic Mineral Processing General Permit, the facility must meet the following:

· be a non-metallic mineral processing facility with corresponding Standard Industrial Classification Codes listed in 9VAC5-510-170;
· actual emissions for PM10 must be below 99 tons (If PM10 cannot be quantified then PM should be used;
· total primary crushing capacity should not exceed 5,000 tons per hour; and
· total fuel oil consumed should not exceed 331,022 gallons per year.

Agency decisions will be made by applying the State Air Pollution Control Law, Air Permit Program regulations, and Air Permit Program guidance to the source or project-specific facts. Refer to the Air Permit Program regulations (NMMP General Permit) located at Chapter 510 for details of required information for complete applications. All air permit application forms (including forms 510-2 and 510-3 referenced below) are available at Forms | Virginia DEQ.
